CONDITIONS OF PLAY

CHAMPION OF CLUB CHAMPIONS FOURS
Championship Fours competition to be played in accordance with the Laws of the Sport of Bowls as per amended from time to time and in accordance with Kallangur Memorial Bowls Club Conditions of Play. 

All players must be fully financial by close of nominations to be eligible to enter this competition.

PLAY, FORFEIT OR SUBSTITUTE 
Trial ends will be allowed prior to commencement of play.
This is a knockout competition.
Dead ends shall be replayed.
Each player will play with a set of two (2) bowls.

A game is 21 ends with extra ends as required to determine the winner. 
(Extra end to decide a drawn game) (Law 28)

The Controlling Body discourages players other than the member of the team directing the head to be within two (2) metres of the head. In view of this the following will be adhered to:
Position of players when NOT playing (Law 12):

Players at the mat end NOT delivering a bowl must stand at least one (1) metre behind the mat.

Players at the head end NOT controlling the play must stand:

a. behind the jack if they are members of the team which is in possession of the rink;

b. behind the jack and away from the head if they are members of the team which is not in possession of the rink;

c. On the surrounds of the green if the jack is in the ditch or well clear of the head if it is not possible.

Movement of players is restricted in accordance with the Laws of the Sport of Bowls – Appendix A.4: Restricting the movement of players during play

Appendix A.4.1 After delivering their first bowl, players will only be allowed to walk up to the head under the following circumstances,
Appendix A.4.1.7 Fours Game: 
Appendix A.4.1.7.1 - The leads: after the second player in their team has delivered their second bowl;
Appendix A.4.1.7.2 - The Second: after the delivery of their second bowl;
Appendix A.4.1.7.3 - The Third: after delivery of their second bowl; 

Appendix A.4.1.7.4 - The Skips: after delivery of each of their bowls.  

Appendix A.4.2 In exceptional and limited circumstances, a skip can ask that a player walks up to the head earlier than described in Appendix A.4.1 above.
Appendix 4.4 If a player does not meet the terms of this law, (Law 13) will apply.
Changing the Program – The Controlling Body has the power to alter or change the program of the event as it considers necessary (Law 55.3.4).
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
